The program that was presented would allow for the residents of Allison to sign up for text messages that could be sent from the city regarding water bills, Council Meetings, Emergencies, Flooding, road closures, etc. The program allows the texts to go out to the whole community or specific households depending on who is affected. The program has an annual fee of $1,500 with a one-time fee of $500 for set up costs. At this time, the Council made the decision to not move forward with the program but will keep it in mind for the future. 

Ambulance President, Bailey Johnson, came and discussed the possibility of cross training with Deputy Clerk, Chris Graser on the Ambulance tasks that she handles so that there is more than one person who can complete tasks as they come up. The Council felt that this was a good idea and will have Bailey and Chris work together to accomplish this.
